KUSD Attendance Policy

The 5 W of Ap¥wWeoceWReporWheg, Where, Why)

1. An excuse from a parent/guardian is required for any student absence from school. For an extended or excessive absence because of
illness, a statement from a physician, dentist, or other qualified professional may be required.

S

2. Itis the responsibility of the parent/guardian to notify the school during the morning of the day that the student is absent.

3. Students of legal age shall be responsible for providing absence excuses and school notification of such absences themselves.

4. Unusual or frequent absence by a student shall be reported to the principal and/or school attendance officer, and/or the Executive Di-
rector of School Leadership.

5. Arecord of attendance for each student will be kept and will be noted on the permanent record in accordance with established District

procedures. Each teacher will keep an accurate daily record of each student’s attendance including tardiness, and shall submit a report
as directed by the principal. A student sign-in log will be maintained by the office staff for those students arriving to school tardy.

Under Wisconsin State Statute 118.15 (3) (c), any child (may be) excused in writing by his or her parent or guardian before the ab-
sence. The Board shall require a child excused under this paragraph to complete any course work missed during the absence. A
child may not be excused for more than 10 days in a school year under this paragraph.

Ext ende disanpabsende thae is four or more consecutive days. For extended absences, due to illness, a statement from an
authorized medical professional may be required by the principal.

Excessi ve e x areued @ thoreaumslaive dags sf absence, consecutive or non-consecutive within the school year.
Principals may require medical documentation for any excessive absence to be excused. If appropriate medical documentation is not
provided, the absence will be unexcused. Unexcused absences will be considered truancy. The time period for which any medial
certification is valid may not exceed thirty (30) days.

Habi t ual: Stdentsaviocnigs part or all of five (5) or more days within a semester, without an acceptable excuse, will be
considered habitually truant. School officials will initiate District truancy procedures for those students identified as habitually tru-
ant. School officials will meet with parents/guardians, develop an intervention plan, evaluate the educational learning status of the
student, and recommend appropriate interventions. Legal action including referral to Kenosha County Juvenile Court and/or City of
Kenosha or Village of Pleasant Prairie Municipal Courts may be considered.

POLICY 5431
STUDENT DRESS CODE

All smdents are expected to exemplify approprizts hygiens and dress stenderds m a manner that projects an zppropriate image for the smdent,
school, and District. The District shall not raquire specific brands of clothing. No smdent shall be permittad to wezr any clothing which is
normally identified with 2 gang or gang-related zctivity (ncuding gang-related colots if for purpeses of gang identification), or clothing that
contaims pictures and'or writng referring to 2lecholic beverages, tobacco products, sexual references, profanity, dlegal dmgs, bigoted epithets,
harzssmenthate messages. or messages of hostility toward race, efhnicity, religion, or sexnal orientation. If there iz 2 disagresment between
students znd'or parents and the staff reparding the zppropristeness of clothing, the principal will make the final determination.

Athletic shoes, laced shoes, shoe boots, loafers. dress shoes, or sandzls (are permissible) Shoes must be secured on the feet
Mo house slippers are allowsd
Elementary: shoes mustheve 2 strap zround heel (no flip-flops)

Inzppropriate attire and Stmdent 1D Cards:
Pajamas_undershirts or undergarments may not be wom 25 outerwear;
Attire that may be considered weapons, including but not limitad to cham belts or wallet chains will not be allowad;
Jewelry, pletcing, tattoos ot similar artifects that are obscene or may cause disruptions to the educational environment are prohibited;
Hoeods, hats, caps, bandanas, sweathands, skulleaps, plastic hair bags, heir nets, or do rags zre not 2llowed within the building;
Grooming items (hair pics, combs, etc.) may net be worn i the heir
No outerwear: coats, hats, gloves/mittens, scarves may not be worn mside unless there is administrative approval
Face coverings; (sunglasses, masks, etc.) may not be wom m building
Backpacks may be used at high scheol level during the school day;
Elementary znd middle level students may not use backpacks during the school day without administrative approval
High schoeol level students must have an ID i their possession at all times and have them easily accessible during all
school activities (2cademic, extra-curricular, co-curricular).
Middle lewvel students will be required to wear student identification (1.D."s) during the schoeol day and have them easily
zcoessible durmg 2ll schoel activities (zcademic, extrz-curricular, co-curricular).

It shall beleft to the discr=tion of the prmcipal 'designee whether or not 2 sudent 15 m compliznes with the student dress code policy.
