At this time of the year, I am 
excited by the progress of 
many of our students and the 
prospect of graduation right 
around the corner.  

 

At the same time, some stu-
dents need to make use of 
more help to be successful. In 
the coming weeks, we will 
identify students that need 
Reutherôs Academic Intensive 
days at the end of  the third 
and fourth quarters and the 
three-week intensive Summer 
School session. Students who 
are identified either to finish 
courses or do credit recovery 
need to attend summer school 
to stay on track to graduate on 
time. 

 

What can you do? Here is my 
quick list for parents to help 
troubleshoot your studentôs 
academic needs:  
 

1. Make sure they are at 
school on time and every 
day possible. 

2. If you missed parent con-
ferences, please email or 
call your childôs teachers 

for an update on their 
progress. If your student 
had an Incomplete from 
an earlier quarter this 
year, you can check to 
see if that class needs 
more work.  

3. Encourage your student 
to stay for after school 
help. (Tuesdays: 9th and 
10th grade math; Thurs-
days: 9th grade English 
and 10th grade Social 
Studies.) 

4. Students have an iBlock 
at the end of each school 
day, Monday - Thursday, 
and this can be used for 
missing work, homework 
help and credit recovery. 
You can check with their 
iBlock teacher for how 
they use this time. 

5. Sign your student up 
early for summer school, 
and if you are not sure 
whether you should, 
check with our summer 
school coordinator, Alys-
sa Sigman, or a counse-
lor.  

We want to work with you on 
any plan necessary, so you 
can call your guidance coun-
selor to ask for a meeting if 
you need more assistance.  

The one thing that we know - 
the sooner we work at a plan, 
the more likely it is to going 
to be successful. 
 

We look forward to gradua-
tion celebrations with stu-
dents and families. Please 
make sure you are aware of 
timelines for completion of 
credits and service hours with 
your senior as they often need 
support and reminders to be 
on time. All seniors seeking a 
credit diploma must complete 
all required coursework and 
service hours prior to June 3 
in order to walk the stage.

Announcing:  Registration for the 2017-18 school year will be on Monday, August 14th. 
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As one of our highest priorities, we want our staff and students to be safe.  Throughout the year, we hold various drills to 

practice what to do in possible emergency scenarios. During the month of April, Reuther will be holding a Tornado Drill.  

If there was a tornado, students would be safe in our basement, which is also a former nuclear fallout shelter.   

In the event of a true emergency we may need to take students out of the building.  Frank Elementary is our reunification site.  Frank 

is located at 1816 57th Street.  During an emergency, calling to get information is not advised, because the phone lines may be tied 

up.  If you choose to get your child, you would be directed to Reuther personnel to sign out your child.  In the event of an emergen-

cy, only people on your studentôs signed emergency card would be able to pick up the student.  Please make sure your emergency 

card has all updated information if it has changed since registration in August.  If you have any other questions regarding our school 

safety procedures, please feel free to email Richard Aiello, Reutherós principal, at raiello@kusd.edu. 

Credit Recovery: Students who are interested in recovering credits can sign up 

for Compass summer school starting March 20th.  Log in to the Reuther Website 

and follow the link.  Students from all of the high schools are eligible for this pro-

gram, so please sign up as soon as possible to ensure a spot.  Credit recovery sum-

mer school is Monday - Friday starting June 19th and ending July 10th.  There will be no 

class on July 3rd or 4th.   

Credit Completion: Students with incompletes are required to attend summer 

school to complete missing work.  If your student does not attend summer school 

he/she will lose the credit, and the incomplete will change to a failing grade.  Stu-

dents who have incompletes and are required to attend summer school will be re-

ceiving a letter in the mail after 3rd quarter grades have posted.   We will contact 

families by phone after 4th quarter grades post as a reminder of required summer school at-

tendance.  Credit Completion runs Monday - Thursday, June 19th - July 10th.  Families will be contacted once the student has com-

pleted all missing work.  There will be no class on July 3rd or 4th.  
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Parentsô Right to Receive Teacher Information 

The recently reauthorized federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), also known as the ñNo Child Left Behind Act 

of 2001ò requires additional reporting by both the state and the local education agencies. 

Among some of those options that every parent has a right to know is the following: 

- Attends school which has been identified for improvement 

- Attends school which is considered safe 

- School has been identified as limited-English proficient and is or will be participating in a language instruction program 

The ñNo Child Left Behind Actò says parents have the right to request the following informational qualifications of their childrenôs 

teacher: 

- Whether the teacher has met state qualifications and has a license for the grade level and subject area he or she teaches 

- Whether the teacher has an emergency or provisional license 

- What degrees the teacher holds and the field of discipline of his or her certification or degree 

- Whether the child is being provided services by paraprofessionals and, if so, their qualifications 

Any parent or concerned individual may request any of the above information.  Simply send in your request in writing to Reuther 

Central High School, and the information will be given back to you in a timely manner.

Seniors- You will not be allowed 

to graduate until 10 hours are com-

pleted and submitted on a Community Service Hours Verification form 

to your counselor. You can pick up a form from the Guidance Office.  

Forms are due April 24th.   

Freshmen, Sophomores, Juniors - You can complete your 10 hours 

at any time during high school, just make sure to turn in a completed 

Community Service form to your counselor. 

NOTE: Distinction is awarded for those who complete 100 service 

hours during their high school career.

Announcing the Kajeet (SmartSpot) Device Program at Reuther 

About Kajeet SmartSpot 

KUSD is now offering families at Reuther the ability to check out a device that will provide your 

student with a free mobile hotspot at home.  The Kajeet SmartSpot is a device that gives off a wireless internet signal, keeping stu-

dents connected to the internet outside of a school setting.  Designed for education, the Kajeet contains filtered internet access for 

studentôs safety. 

Kajeet Procedures 

¶ The Acceptance of Responsibility and Home Use Agreement Forms should be acquired through the school library media teacher 
(LMT) by interested students.  Students take the forms home to get reviewed and signed by a parent or guardian and then return 

the completed permission slip to the school library media teacher.   

¶ The schoolôs library media teacher will checkout the Kajeet and device in Destiny for overnight 
(students will not be allowed to check out the devices for a number of consecutive days at a time). If 

this is the first time a student is checking out a particular device, time must be allotted for the student 

to sign into the device before leaving the LMC. 

¶ Students are to turn in their Kajeet and device first thing in the morning to the school library the day 
it is due.
